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H.E. Le Luong Minh was born on 1 September 1952. He is a native of Thanh Hoa, Viet Nam.

Before assuming his post as ASEAN Secretary-General, His Excellency Le Luong Minh was Viet
Nam’s Deputy Minister for Foreign Affairs. He was nominated by the Government of Viet Nam. The ASEAN
Leaders endorsed him as ASEAN Secretary-General for 2013-2017.

From 2004 to 2011, Mr. Minh was Viet Nam’s Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary,
Permanent Representative to the United Nations. From August 2007 to December 2008, he was concurrently
Assistant Minister for Foreign Affairs and from December 2008 till the end of his tenure in June 2011
concurrently Deputy Minister for Foreign Affairs.

Mr Minh has had a long career in Viet Nam’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs, which began in 1975. He was
appointed Deputy Director-General for International Organizations in 1993. In 1995, he was appointed as
Ambassador — Permanent Representative to the United Nations Office and Other International Organizations
in Geneva. Two years later, he was appointed as Ambassador — Deputy Permanent Representative to the
United Nations at Headquarters.

Between December 1999 to December 2002, Mr Minh was Deputy Director-General, then Acting
Director-General for International Organizations in the Foreign Ministry. He became Acting Director-General,
then Director-General for Multilateral Economic Cooperation in the Foreign Ministry (Dec 2002 — Jan 2004).
H.E. Minh studied Diplomacy at the University of Foreign Affairs (now the Diplomatic Academy of Viet Nam),
Hanoi, Viet Nam, and received his degree in 1974. He then studied Linguistics and English Literature at

Jawaharlal Nehru University, New Delhi, India.
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Yvo de Boer is the Director-General of the Global Green Growth Institute (GGGI), a Seoul-based international
organization. He was appointed as the Director-General by the GGGl Assembly, GGGI’s supreme governing
body to serve a four-year term beginning on April 15, 2014.

Previously, Mr. de Boer served as KPMG’s Global Chairman of Climate Change & Sustainability
Services (CC&S). In this role, he led KPMG's international network of climate change and sustainability
consulting businesses, which comprise several hundred sustainability professionals in over 60 countries.

As well as leading KPMG’s CC&S agenda Mr. de Boer advised corporate leaders on the impacts of rapid
environmental, social and political change and how their businesses should respond in order to grasp
opportunities and manage risks.

Before joining KPMG in 2010, Mr. de Boer led the international process to respond to climate change
in the role of Executive Secretary of the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC)
from 2006 to 2010.

During his tenure he raised the issue of climate change to the highest levels of political and media
attention. He brought over 100 world leaders to Copenhagen for the international climate negotiations in
December 2009 and secured commitments from over 90 countries to reduce greenhouse emissions.
Throughout his career, he has focused on the economics of climate and sustainability to help policy makers
and the business community understands the consequences of acting, or failing to act, in economic terms.
Prior to his UN role, he was extensively involved in European Union environmental policy as deputy Director
General of the Dutch Environment Ministry. He also served as vice-chair of the U.N. Commission on
Sustainable Development, and acted as an advisor to the Government of China and the World Bank. In 2011

he was appointed to chair the World Economic Forum’s Global Agenda Council on Climate Change.

As Deputy City Manager, Sadhu contributes to the overall management of
the City of Vancouver. Sadhu oversees the environmental and emergency

areas within the City Manager’s Office.
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Sadhu helps to oversee the development and implementation of Vancouver’'s Greenest City Action
Plan, which build’s off of Vancouver's successes in building a green city. Vancouver's greenhouse gas
emissions are currently 6% below 1990 levels despite a growth in population of 28% and an increase in jobs
of 18%. Current activities include citywide curbside compost collection, public bike share, home energy
retrofit programs, water conservation programs, a deconstruction program, green job strategies, electric
vehicle infrastructure and district energy strategies among others.

Sadhu is a co-author of The Guide to Greening Cities, which was published in October 2013 by
Island Press (www.guidetogreeningcities.org).

Sadhu is a founder and co-chair of the Urban Sustainability Directors Network (USDN), a network of
over 120 municipal staff focused on greening their cities, representing over 50 million urban dwellers in North
America.

Prior to moving to Vancouver, Sadhu served as Mayor Richard M. Daley’s Chief Environmental
Officer where he was responsible for the oversight of City of Chicago environmental initiatives. Sadhu served
Mayor Daley in the development and implementation of the Chicago Climate Action Plan. Under Mayor
Daley’s leadership, Sadhu was involved in the design and implementation of the City’s blue cart recycling
system increasing recycling rates, while making it easier for Chicago residents to recycle.

Prior to serving in this capacity, Sadhu served as the Commissioner of the City of Chicago’s
Department of Environment (DOE). He was appointed by Mayor Richard M. Daley in July of 2005 after serving

as Assistant to the Mayor for Green Initiatives.

During the past three years David has been heavily involved in the Deloitte Sustainability agenda as
well as Deloitte’s client services in the sustainability and clean technology areas. In addition, he leads
innovative programs which demonstrate Deloitte’s commitment to driving societal change and promoting
environmental sustainability.
